Rule 101 Age Groups

NESJ League may consist of the following age groups:

U-12 Boys and Girls (8v8)
U-13 Boys and Girls (11v11)
U-14 Boys and Girls

U-15 Boys and Girls

U-16 Boys and Girls

U-17 Boys and Girls

U-18 Boys and Girls

Rule 102 Team Rosters, Player Eligibility and Team Competition

Section 1
The team’s official stamped State Association roster shall be used for NESJ play. Rosters are named [frozen] on the day of the team’s first NESJ JAMBOREE  MATCH or the date established by their State Association for named [frozen] rosters whichever comes first.

Section 2
Club Pass will be accepted. 
Section 3
For U12 (8v8) teams a maximum of fourteen (14) eligible players may be listed on a roster.

For U13 through U16 teams, a maximum of eighteen (18) eligible players may be listed on a roster. 
For U17 and U18 teams, a maximum of 22 players may be listed on the team roster. However, for each game, only a maximum of 18 players may be listed on the game roster submitted to the referee. Once the game roster has been submitted to the referee, only the 18 players listed may participate in the match. Each player listed must be registered with the State Association in which he or she resides with his or her parent(s) or guardian(s). For a student in residence at a boarding school, college, or

the player may register in the state in which the boarding school, college, university or division of the college is located. A minimum of seven (7) players constitutes a team for play.

Section 4
Every player in a NESJ jamboree League must have a valid and current (2012) US Youth Soccer Player Pass.
Rule 103 Team Obligations

Section 1 Rosters
Each coach must have a copy of his/her team’s official stamped State Association roster and US Youth Soccer player passes at every game. A copy of the roster will be given to the referee. Prior to the start of the game, the referee is required to check player passes against each player and against the names on the official stamped State Association roster. This requirement is not optional and a referee’s refusal to check player passes shall be immediately reported to the League Commissioner following the game.

Section 2 Official Game Report Form 
a. Prior to the beginning of each game, the home team coach shall be responsible for completing the League’s Official Game Report Form. The Game Report Form and a copy of the roster from each team will be delivered to the referee prior to kick off.

b. Upon completion of the game, the referee shall submit the complete Game Report Form and both teams’ rosters to the League Commissioner. The referee shall also include details about any red or yellow cards given during the game. This information shall include the date, Players Name, ID Number [if any], Team Name, and reason for each caution or ejection.

Section 3 Reporting Scores  

a. Scores will not be reported after play is completed 

Rule 104 Game Information

b. Each team will pay referees in cash only; referees will not be expected to make change. 

c. It is the responsibility of each team to pay half of the total cost for one (1) center referee and two (2) assistant referees. Teams can choose between themselves whether they pay the center referee in full or the two (2) assistant referees as their half of the total cost for referees for each game.
Rule 105 Substitutions

Substitutions may be made, with the consent of the referee, at any stoppage of play. There is no limit on the re-entry of a substituted player into the game for U12-18 divisions. For U15-18 divisions there is only one re-entry per half for the substituted player.
Rule 106 Standings and Advancement

Rule 107 Canceling and Terminating Games

Section 1
The game schedule will be determined and approved by the League Commissioner before the start of the season and will be published through e-mail to the team and club administrators.   Once the schedule is published, there will be no changes to the schedule except for weather or loss of field. No changes to the date, location or start time will be made to the schedule within 72 hours of a scheduled game. Nor will any game be rescheduled without the permission of the League Commissioner.
Section 2
No game may be canceled except for inclement weather or other act of God. If there is inclement weather or other act of God, 
Section 3
Game Termination

a. Once a referee has jurisdiction of a game, the game may only be terminated by the referee as provided for in the FIFA Laws of the Game.

b. If a game is terminated before the second half of the game is begun and the termination is not due to the conduct of one of the teams, the game shall be replayed in its entirety.

c. If a game is terminated after play had begun in the second half of the game, but before the end of the second half and the termination is not due to the conduct of one of the teams, the game is considered complete, and the score at the time of termination will stand.

d. If a game is terminated because of the conduct of one team, the offending team shall be awarded a 0-1 loss.

Rule 108 Protests

Section 1
All questions relating to the qualifications of the competitors or interpretation of the rules or any dispute or protest shall be referred to the League Commissioner. For game protests, the League Administrator shall compile the necessary information to hear the protest from all available sources before the protest is heard. This shall include, if possible, coaches, referees, assessors, available witnesses if necessary, etc. All materials will be treated with confidentiality. The decision of the League administration shall be final and binding on both teams. If the protest is upheld and the game has to be replayed, it will be up to the League administration to schedule the game as they see fit.
Section 2
Procedures for Filing a Protest

1. The protest must be verbally lodged with the referee and with the opposing coach at the game site before leaving the game site. The referee shall note the protest on the game report.

2. The protest must be filed with the League Administrator with the following:  Fee in the amount of $300.00. This fee may be in cashier’s check, money order or a personal check. All checks and money orders must be made payable to New England Soccer Jamoboree. This fee will not be returned regardless of the outcome of the protest. The protest must be submitted in writing and must include full particulars of the grounds on which the protest is lodged. Any information to be presented by witnesses must be in writing.

3. The League Administrator must receive the protest within two (2) days of the completion of the game being protested.

4. The League Administrator shall notify the opposing team and shall give a copy of the protest and all particulars to that team which will then have the right to submit documentation concerning the protest.

5. A lawyer shall not represent any team unless that individual is listed on the team's roster as a coach, assistant coach, or team manager.

6. A plea of ignorance to the rules and regulations of the competition is not sufficient grounds for protest.

7. Judgment decisions of the referee are not subject to protest.

Rule 109 Fines

Section 1
A team that fails to pay its portion of the referee fees within 14 days from the scheduled game date will be fined $250.

Section 2
Any team forfeiting a game will be fined $250 and will also be fined the entire referee fees of the forfeited game.

Rule 110 Suspensions

Section 1
A player or coach is suspended for a least one NESJ game if they receive a red card (ejection) or 2 yellow cards in the same game that results in a red card (ejection). 
All cards received in any NESJ game will be reported to the teams State association.

Section 2 Sit Outs

a. A player or coach receiving a suspension in a game other than the final match must sit

out the next NESJ league game.

b. Suspensions that have not been served before the end of the season will be carried over

into the next regional season.

Section 3 Additional Suspensions

a. A player or coach may be suspended for more than one game if the League Administration considers the offense one that should have more than a one-game suspension.

b. A player or coach may appeal a red card suspension of more than one game to the League Commissioner.

Section 4
The League Commissioner will notify the appropriate State Association of all disciplinary actions.

Section 
Any team using NESJ as a State Cup Qualifying league must play all games as they are scheduled. Any team not completing their schedule will be reported to the appropriate State Association for review.  Teams not fulfilling their NESL commitments will be reviewed at the end of the season and may be subject to fines and suspension of play.
Rule 111 Region Disciplinary Committee

The NESJ Administration has complete and final authority over any disciplinary matter arising out of the NESJ divisional play including suspension and fines when considered appropriate.

Rule 112 NESJ League Commissioners Defined by each State Association 
The Commissioner has complete and final authority for the administration of the league and its divisions therein.
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
