Meeting called to order at 6:55PM.

Motion to accept last month’s minutes with the correction of referee’s name made by candia campbell.  seconded by Doug Thomas.  Motion carried. 

Treasurers Report:  Written report submitted. Bob Willey made motion to accept, Dan Roberge, seconded.   Motion carried.

Executive VP Report:  Written report submitted.

VP Recreation: Written report submitted. 
Focused on Youth Soccer Month, which is the first event coming up.  Preparing to set up a meeting with the Merrimack SC, within the next two weeks, as they are seeking to host Youth Soccer Month event at their sites.  Bob has offered to accompany Tom to meet the club contacts, etc.

VP Competition:  Written report submitted.  
Looking for feedback on Presidents Cup, teams interested in competing in the 2011 season.  Question from Sonja concerning a state run league.  Sonja felt the consensus of the league(s) is unnecessary to have a state run league. Felt it was a way to generate a fields support.  Sonja addressed the monetary issue, feels it is premature, does not feel the league(s) and state are working together and that they do not wish to work together and that the state is not being cooperative with the leagues. Sonja felt that the state has not made any initiative to work with the league(s).  Sharon voiced her concern that putting a league under the state would be undermining the leagues.  Angela questioned the EDP play.  Bill stated that he was looking for teams at the State Cup level.  Angela is concerned that committee members have teams that probably should not be in this.  Her concern is with the players.  Bill feels this should not affect NHSYSL, that it may affect some GSYSL clubs but not the majority of teams.  Sonja felt it was nothing but back door meetings.  Dan responded that people ask for items and then when the items asked for are worked on people complain

VP Adult: No written report submitted. 
Veteran’s Cup: 2 teams are entered and listed as being from NH, Nashua Absolute & Phantoms of NH.  The later are not currently registered with NHSA however most of the players were members of the NEOTHSL and were entered by the NEOTHSL. Only Nashua Absolute requested assistance and asked for permission.  NHSA had (1) one team enter the National U23 tournament, NH Rapids FC, which also invited to entered the New England Champions League (NECL). Approximately twelve teams are registered with the GSWSL in their Open B Division. The registration website for USASA is in “beta”. The older “Demosphere” site still allows entries to be entered but not administrate.  The new site will be First Sport. Approximately 200 names for GSWSL need to be entered.
Mark Sadler questioned handwritten names on rosters for the LHIFA. Dan Roberge commented that absolutely no handwritten names should be accept with signature from Ric or Dan.  Dan requested from Stephanie, referees’ names and he will email them the referees rosters if they need.
