Meeting Minutes

May 2, 2007

Meeting called to order at 6:50 pm
Secretary Report: March minutes presented.  Bill asked that the first paragraph in the President’s Report read: For our State Cup purposes, any team that is playing in the Premier League , the roster is frozen when they step on the field fro the first game. If we have someone playing in the NorthEast league that roster is not frozen.  Motion to accept minutes with changes made by candia, seconded by Bob.
Treasurers Report: Profit and Loss, Balance Sheet submitted.

Bill stated that there are still monies to collect from Fall of 2006. The amount excluding Indoor facilities is approximately $12,000- $14,000.00.

 Derry Sports Zone has yet to be settled. Steve is to contact them to resolve amount owed. 

Doug inquired if there is a document that states the budget for each division. Bill stated that next year’s budget is included in the AGM book presented in March 2007. The year begins September 1, 2007. Doug questioned if there is an authorized method to make amendments to the budget for the coming year. Bill stated that it has to come before the Board to authorize any changes.

Bill stated that John is looking into opening a separate savings account for the referees.

Executive V.P.: No written report

Bob stated that he attended the American Cup Recreation meeting and felt there was a lot of good discussion involving participation and getting involved earlier. 

The winter internship program did not work out but there is someone interested in a possible summer internship.

Doug is to schedule a meeting with a representative from New England Athletic Club to discuss use of fields for the American Cup finals. Bob also mentioned that the option of having older divisions at different fields for the finals may be an option also.

candi stated there is a player wanting to play on a NH State Cup team but was already registered on a Mass. State Cup Roster and therefore is ineligible. Bill stated that under certain circumstances the State Cup Chairman can in fact allow additions to rosters. However, National Rules take precedence and because it is a National Competition and the rule states that a player cannot be listed on a State Cup Roster if they are already on another State Cup Roster with no exceptions. Bill mentioned that National has already disqualified and sent home an entire team from Regionals because one player was found listed on a State Cup Roster of another team.

candia stated that the Mass. State Cup Director has confirmed that the player in question is on a Mass State Cup Roster.

candia stated that she had petitioned all clubs for volunteers for the State Cup. She is in need of volunteers as no one replied.

V.P. of Adult: No written report

President: Bill mentioned that the Connecticut Soccer recently got audited. It was recommended that all receipts need to be detailed. He stated that they are part of the Parks and Rec Dept of the town and thus no by-laws need be presented since they are part of a Government organization. Currently they are  Recreation only and have a Summer and Fall program. They have submitted a $50.00 application fee. Doug motioned  to accept Claremont provisionally, providing fees are paid.  candia seconded.

State Cup Referee fees were mailed to Fil. candi also stated that a U16 game had to be rescheduled.
